 2017-18 BASKETBALL TOURNAMENT RULES 

   

Welcome to Hermiston’s AAU Basketball Tournament!  Please look over your bracket carefully.  
 
TOURNAMENT CENTRAL - Hermiston High School.  The official brackets for all divisions will be posted at 
Hermiston High School. Brackets can also be found online on our mobile app - The link is

GENERAL RULES - High School Federation Rules shall apply except where otherwise noted. 
 
GAME LENGTH - Seven (7) minute quarters for all grades 5th to 8th.  Six (6) minute quarters for 3rd & 4th 
grade levels.  The clock will stop for dead balls. 
 
TIMEOUTS - Each team will have 3 full and two 30 second timeouts per game. 
 
HALFTIME - Halftime will be 5 minutes. 
 
OVERTIME - Overtime periods are 3 minutes long, with one timeout per team. 
 
TECHNICAL FOULS – Any technical foul or intentional foul, two points awarded and the ball out of bounds.    
If any player or coach receives two technical fouls during a game they are disqualified from the game and 
must leave the gym.  
 
DEFENSES - Any type of defense is allowed and any type of press is allowed.  If a team is 15 or more 
points ahead they are not allowed to press.  
 
BALL SIZE - Regulation size basketball will be used for 7th & 8th grade.  2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th grade will 
use a 28.5 basketball.  There are no tournament game balls.  Referee will determine “Best Ball” between 
teams. 
 
ROSTER - The roster established for the first game will be checked and used throughout.  All players must 
have a current AAU card.  A player may not play for two or more teams in the same grade division.  Boys 
and girls can only play in their division (e.g. girls will only play in the girl’s division). 
 
SCOREKEEPER - Each team will provide a scorekeeper.  The score sheet MUST be left at the score 
keepers table.  Failure to leave your score sheet may result in a forfeit (loss) for your team.  The first team 
listed in the schedule is the home team. 
 
FAN BEHAVIOR - Coaches will be responsible for the behavior of the team’s fans!  A technical foul called 
on a spectator is an automatic ejection from the gym. 
 
ADMISSION - Admission is one price for all day and is good for all gyms.   
SAT/SUN -  Adults $6.00 - Students $4.00.  One Coach and Scorekeeper from each team will be admitted 
free – they must wear the yellow wrist bracelet for free entry (in your coaches’ pack) 
 
TIEBREAKERS - 1. Head to Head   
   2. Point differential in games played among teams tied -max. 15 pt. spread 
   3. Coin toss between three tied teams
