**Coaches, Managers, Parents (no children) can pitch to the player. Helmets are
optional, shorts are acceptable.

**Players can shag baseballs but need to stay away from potential home-runs.

Round #1
e 20 Pitches maximum
e 10 outs (swing, foul, grounder, etc. anything not a home run)
e Hit as many home runs as possible
e The top 15-25% of participants (depending on the amount of players registered) will

move on to the final round. This will be determined at close of registration at 5:20pm.

Final Round
e 15 Pitches Maximum
e 7 outs (swing, foul, grounder, etc. anything not a home run).
e Hit as many home runs as possible
e The players with the greatest number of home runs in the final round only - will be
awarded champion, second, and third place

Tie Breaker - in the event of atie in the final round

10 Pitches Maximum

5 outs (swing, foul, grounder, etc. anything not a home run).

Hit as many home runs as possible

The player with the greatest number of home runs in the tie breaker round only — will be
awarded champion, second, and third place.
