
   Jr Titan Shootout Rules    
 

 Games will be two 20-minute halves. Clock will 

stop on dead balls in the last minute of each 

quarter, unless one team leads by 15+ points. 

 3 timeouts per game, one additional timeout for 

overtime 

 1
st

 overtime will be 2 minutes, clock stops on 

all whistles 

 If game is tied after first overtime, first team to 

score in 2
nd

 overtime wins. No clock will be used 

for 2
nd

 overtime. 

 Teams may press to 20 point lead 

 No zone defense allowed in all 3
rd

 and 4
th

 

grade divisions. Referees will be instructed to 

call a warning and further non-compliance 

could result in team technical fouls 

 Unless noted otherwise, all other Nebraska 

high school rules will apply. 

 Each team will need to supply a parent for the 

scorer’s table.  

 Awards will be given to 1
st

 and 2
nd

 place teams 

in each division. 

 Any coach, player, or fan that is ejected will be 

escorted out of the facility and be prohibited 

from attending the next game.  Additional 

ejections will result in an expulsion from the 

tournament. 

 Expulsions/suspensions from the tournament 

will be handled by the tournament director. 

 Inappropriate behavior that does not result in 

ejection from a game but is brought to the 
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attention of the Tournament Director will be 

dealt with on an individual basis.  

Suspension/ejection is possible. 

 Coach Conduct. It is critical that coaches 

realize that they are responsible for the 

behavior and conduct of themselves, their 

assistant coaches, their team members, and 

their fans / parents.  No more than three 

coaches are allowed on the bench (this includes 

a score/stat keeper, who will be counted as a 

coach). ONLY the head coach can make comments 

to the referees or helpers at the scorer's 

table. If the assistant coach(s) do not comply, 

the referee is instructed to call a technical 

foul on the bench. It is your responsibility as a 

coach to set a positive example for the young 

men and women of your teams. Even though we 

have worked to assign highly qualified officials 

for each game played there will be mistakes and 

we encourage you to act with class and be a 

role model for the young people that are 

playing and watching the game. We recognize 

that these games may get quite competitive and 

some calls always seem to go the other way, but 

in spite of this, we expect proper etiquette and 

display of sportsmanship from coaches, 

parents, and fans. The referees will be given 

full license to eject coaches and fans who 

exhibit improper or inappropriate behavior.
