You must complete training every 12 months. The Core course is taken in the first year, followed by Refresher 1,
Refresher 2, and Refresher 3 in each subsequent year. The cycle begins again with the SafeSport® Trained Core
in year 5. The courses are updated regularly to include changes to the SafeSport Code and MAAPP.
